Players will be given tools to improve valuable life skills, such as developing a strong work ethic, building confidence beyond their comfort zones, and opportunities to grow their leadership skills. We hope to foster commitment within our athletes, teach them how to deal with adversity in a team sport, and learn how to put the TEAM FIRST over the individual’s desires. Pray with us for God’s glory to shine through in our hard work, service to each other, and the use of the gifts/talents He has given. Competitive Team Descriptions 
Patriots Boys Basketball provides 3 competitive teams - we are not a recreational league! 

Middle School (MS) is composed of athletes who are age 14 or younger as of 3/6/26.
> The purpose of this team is to develop individual skills & expose each player to fundamentals.                                > Players work to balance schedules, get enough rest, eat properly, and learn to prevent and care for injuries.        > Physical fitness and skill development are important even outside of team practices. 
> Independent communication skills should be developing at this level, with parent involvement as needed. 

Junior Varsity Team (JV) is composed of athletes who are age 17 or younger as of 3/6/26 and have not yet earned a diploma or GED. 
 > Players have displayed a development of good decision-making skills, composure & confidence with the ball, organized team play and unity, as well as tenacity, work ethic, and a desire to serve the team. 
> Fitness is a priority, with players committing to proper nutrition, rest, & the prevention of & care for injuries. 
> Players are expected to have learned the distinction between manageable discomfort associated with athletic exertion and symptoms indicative of a potentially injury.
> Players should feel more confident in communication skills & be able to speak personally with the coach. 

Varsity Team (V) is composed of athletes who are age 18 or younger as of 8/1/25 and have not yet earned a diploma or GED. 
> Players’ skills are advanced. Technically advanced skills will be taught to work on outside of team practices. 
> Players have consistently demonstrated good decision-making skills, composure & confidence with the ball, organized team play and unity, as well as strong work ethic and a desire to serve the team. 
> Focus, effort, tenacity, leadership, courage, humility, and respectful conduct are all qualities of a varsity-level player,  on and off the court. Players are held to a higher standard in their performance and attitudes. 
> Time management & fitness are high priorities. Practice means hard work and gameplay demonstrates the efforts put forth in practice! 
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2025 Registration & Fees 
LHSAA is not requiring an additional Family Membership fee this year. As in the past, admission to all LHSAA Patriots sports home games is free for each player’s immediate family members. 
Total Basketball Registration Fee = $700 per player, due by 11/14/25 

> Every player’s FIRST payment of $300 is due by 10/21/25. The remainder is due after personal fundraising by 11/14/2025.
* Online payments will be available, for an additional fee. To save on processing fees, you can still pay via cash (in a labeled envelope) or check written to “LHSAA Basketball.” 
Personal Fundraising Options
1) Sell Attraction Guide books @ $25 each, you keep $12.50 per book toward your fees. Every 5 books sold earns you a free book! These will be given out at Open Gyms and Registration. 

2) NEW THIS YEAR - you will receive a credit of HALF of EVERY DOLLAR you collect for the Team Warm Up Sponsorships! (see below for more info) For instance, collect a $250 sponsorship and $125 will be credited to your account! 
*For this Warm Up Sponsorship fundraiser, any extra funds raised above your 
Registration Fee will be added to the Basketball fund for operational purposes. 

> T-SHIRT Sponsors, and anyone wishing to receive a tax-free donation letter, need to write their check to “LHSAA Basketball” with the sponsored player’s name in the memo. 
Required Team Warm Up Shirt Sponsorship 
> Every player is expected to obtain at least one sponsorship to advertise on this season's Warm Up shirt. (Cash or checks to “LHSAA Basketball”) 
* Use the attached LETTER to give to business owners and have them fill out the attached CONTRACT. (see end of document)
* Submit the completed CONTRACT and funds by Friday, 10/31/25. 
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Playing Time 
Players must learn to work hard and constantly strive for excellence, putting the “TEAM FIRST!” Every player will benefit from the program whether or not they play every game. Playing time is earned through hard work, development, attitude and effort during practice. 
Middle School: Since the primary goal is growth and development at this level, players cannot expect equal playing time, but coaches will try to get players in each game, however this might not happen. The priority is to ensure exposure to the game and proper application of practiced skills. This may vary given a player’s skill level, attendance and participation in practice, and the coach’s goals for specific games. 
Junior Varsity: More skill is required at this level and work ethics are taken into consideration. Do not expect equal playing time. Playing during a game is not guaranteed. This may vary given skill level, attendance, participation in practice, and a coach’s goals for specific games. 
Varsity: While rewarding consistent, hard work and talent is a focus of this team, playing time during a game is not guaranteed. Players demonstrating the most ability and dedication to the team will play the majority of the time. Substitutions will be made as needed for the good of the team, with no guarantee of playing time for any individual. 
>Obviously, each player will have a different experience this season.  This might be a season that your son receives a lot of game minutes, and you can help him learn leadership skills and how to stay humble.  Your athlete might be a role player who gets some playing time during games.  This is a great opportunity to teach your son how to continue to work hard both at practice and on his own.  This may be the season that your son gets very little playing time.  It is hard to experience this, but don’t miss out on this opportunity for his growth!  Your son will learn how to work hard and persevere even if things don’t always go the way he wants.  He is still part of the team and will win and lose with the team.  Please encourage your son in his role.
Practices & Games 
> Practices and home games are held at the Heritage Baptist Church gym: @ 219 Breezewood Dr, Lynchburg, VA. 
> Practices and games can total 2-4 days a week (not on Wednesday or Sunday) and sometimes on Saturday. 
> Practices are closed to parents.
> Away Games: We play local Christian schools, private schools and homeschool programs and travel to areas such as Roanoke, Charlottesville, Danville and Richmond area during our regular season. We encourage carpooling to away games and tournaments! 
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Communication

> Games and practices will be listed on LynchburgPatriots.com. We will use Sportsplus.app for registration and communication. Your games and practices will also be available on this website and app.
 
>Please do not engage in negative talk about teammates, coaches, or refs with your son. Regardless of how much playing time they receive, they may experience frustration. We encourage you to help your son learn how to handle this constructively. If they have a question or concern about playing time, practices, expectations, etc. they should come to the coach first to discuss it. If a parent approaches a coach about an issue that has not already been addressed or asked by the player, they will be encouraged to have their athlete first raise the issue.  All of the coaches are happy to talk to the players about anything, and we think it is important for these young men to learn how to speak for themselves, ask questions, take ownership, and resolve conflict. If there is still a problem with that situation, a meeting with the player, parent, and coach can be arranged.  
>A parent should not approach a coach before or after a game about any player issues. This is not the time to have these conversations. A meeting can be scheduled when the above protocol is followed. We also understand that communication through texting or email can be convenient, but it is extremely limited and can create misunderstandings. Our expectation is conversations of this nature be done face to face.  

Uniforms 
NOTE: Each player’s $300 Basketball Registration Fee must be paid before receiving uniforms. 
> Uniforms are provided and loaned out to each player. Launder uniforms on a gentle cycle and hang them to dry. DO NOT put them in the dryer, as it causes the lettering to peel & crack! 
> Uniforms must be returned after the East Coast tournament in the same condition you received them. If either one is not returned or is damaged, you are responsible for paying for a replacement uniform. 
Absence & Late Policies 
Communication is key! 
> Players are expected to be fully prepared by the beginning of practice. 
> If an athlete is unable to participate in a practice or game, he is expected to notify the coach directly and in advance, preferably by the week before so adjustments can be made. 
> If an athlete has not discussed an absence in advance with the coach, it is considered an unexcused absence and could affect playing time. 
> Any player who is going to be late to a practice or game must notify their coach directly, as soon as possible.

Facilities 
> We always want to respect the church’s generosity and leave the gym better than we found it! Practices and home games are held at the HBC gym at Heritage Baptist Church, 219 Breezewood Dr, Lynchburg, VA. 
*Do not enter the building through any doors but the main gym entrance. We are not to be in the building before 4:00 and players should not be in the gym without a coach or Patriot representative.
* Do not let siblings run around the facilities (hallways and other parts of the building).  
* Per our contract with Heritage, at the end of each week we are responsible to set up the gym on Friday night for children’s church. It should only take 15 minutes if everyone helps. ALL PLAYERS on the last team in the gym are required to help with this.
>We will occasionally use the LaHaye Recreation Center at Liberty University and other local gyms.
> Many of the schools we play charge admission, usually $5 for adults and less for children. We also charge a fee to guests when we host home games, to offset our facility cost. We charge $5/adult and $3/child or senior. Players’ immediate family members (parents and siblings) do not pay to attend home games. 
> LHSAA has a ZERO TOLERANCE policy for any violence, alcohol, tobacco, or drugs at any event. 
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Health & Illness Policies 
> Each player must obtain a sports physical from a physician every 2 years. 
> If within 24 hours, your player has had a fever (> 990F), severe cold or cough, vomited, or shown any symptoms of any virus or flu — please keep them home! 
> Injured players should still come to practice and local games as they are physically able to support their team! 
Volunteer Expectations 

Every family MUST serve in some way to help our program operate with efficiency and excellence! Positions to consider: 
 > AWAY games require us to provide a scorebook keeper. 
> HOME games require admissions, concessions, scorebook keeper, scoreboard and clean up.

> CONCESSIONS inventory and organization. 

**Every family will be required to sign up for a specific number of these slots throughout the season – that number is determined after tryouts when we know the total number of families. 

> WEBSITE & MaxPreps stats administration – upload scores & ensure information is current. 
> TEAM POINT PERSON– ensure scorebook role is covered, gym is swept and picked up after games.
> EVENT coordination & decorating – Senior Night, End of Season party, All Sports Banquet.
