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How Do I Get Started?
Matching Gift Fundraising Process

1. Contact your HR department to confirm your company has a program and that your 

gift would qualify for an employer match.

2. A donor submits a donation through an approved platform or process and 

documents the transaction.

3. The donor completes a matching gift request from their employer.

4. The employer reviews the matching gift request and verifies the initial donation with 

the organization.

5. Company matches the donation, often at a 1:1 ratio or higher.

6. Funds are disbursed to the nonprofit within a specified timeframe.

7. Celebrate the collective impact!
